Location of the UK Data Archive

The department is located on levels 4, 5B, 5A and 6 of the SSRC building. The building
is shared with the ISER.

From SQUARE 2: cross the footbridge (northside) next to the Careers Service for the
main entrance to the SSRC building on level 4. For UKDA enquiries, take lift (in corridor
beyond main lobby) up one floor to 5B. Turn right through the blue doors. Call extension
2001 using telephone by the UKDA entrance door.

NOTE: the SSRC Building also connects directly with the main campus buildings on level
5A (Sociology and LiFTS departments).
