Markers are looking for the following features: sticking to instructions, good title, and development of ideas (knowledge of written tonal system, rhetorical devices, referential system, and punctuation), good comprehension, solid analytical structure, originality, development and elaboration of ideas, structural coherence and cohesion. Markers are searching for excellence and exceptionality. Language skills such as reading and writing comprehension and production are important as also are content, language and analysis.
