The University of Essex has won another Knowledge Transfer Partnership project
This is our fourth KTP, and is a partnership between Sanctuary Personnel Ltd and the University of Essex’s School of Computing and Electronic Engineering.
The purpose of the project is to develop a system to process various types of complex data, analyzing and integrating the information, with intelligent visualization tools to facilitate interpretation and understanding of it. The project will be led and supervised by Prof Hani Hagras, and supported by Prof Victor Callaghan, and will run over a period of three years. The total project value is £186,634 and this includes a £125,045 grant from the Technology Strategy Board.
Sanctuary Personnel Ltd are a specialist social care agency, working across London, Birmingham, Manchester and the UK, providing qualified social workers to local authorities and other public sector organisations. They have won a number of prestigious business awards, including being listed as a Hot 100 company in 2008 and count County Councils, the NSPCC and Cafcass amongst their customers. This is an extremely exciting KTP project as it presents a number of academic challenges in the areas of information integration, pattern recognition, cognitive systems, computational intelligence, visualisation and advanced intelligent information handling techniques, and will lead to several high quality scientific publications, as well as opportunities for undergraduate and postgraduate projects. The domain knowledge gained as a result of this project will be of direct benefit to other research being conducted on other applications of Artificial Intelligence (AI) and semantic web technologies.
