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Q.  What is the Peter and Michael Hiller Charitable Trust MA/PhD Refugee Care Fund?
A.   The Peter and Michael Hiller Charitable Trust MA/PhD Refugee Care Fund is made possible thanks to a donation from The Peter and Michael Hiller Charitable Trust to the University.

Q.  How much is the fund worth?

A.  In 2019 - 2020 the total scholarship fund is £5,274.06.
Q.  Will this amount be offered to one successful applicant?

A.  Not necessarily, it may be divided amongst several successful applicants.

Q.  How much should I apply for?

A.  You should apply for the minimum amount which you will need to take up your place on the programme, remembering that the total scholarship fund is £5,274.06 and that this may be divided amongst several successful applicants.
Q.  Who is eligible?

A.  Those who will studying on the MA or PhD in Refugee Care in the 2019 - 2020 academic year, i.e. current students or those who have received an offer of admission. 
Q. Who will decide on the successful applicant?

A. The Department of Psychosocial and Psychoanalytic Studies Research Funding and Scholarship Committee.  It is hoped that this Committee will meet in mid-September.
Q. What criteria will the committee use in making their decision?

A. The Committee is looking to make the award of funding to the candidates they feel most deserving.  The criterion for this is financial need, i.e. whether or not the funding will enable somebody, who otherwise would not be able to take up their place, to do so.

Q.  When does the application need to be submitted?
