Proposal for revisions to Ordinances 22 and 35 
(revised text in bold italics)
Ordinance 35

Rules of Assessment

The Senate will determine the rules for progression and degree classification and award (rules of assessment) for all degree schemes of the University.  All recommendations from School Boards to Senate about rules of assessment will be considered by Academic Standards Committee in order to inform Senate’s decision-making. Under powers delegated by the Senate and subject to the Charter, Statutes, Ordinances and Regulations, the Boards of the Schools may determine the form and rules of assessment for degree schemes including first- and second- year undergraduate schemes of study and schemes of study in the Department of Language and Linguistics. The Deans of the Schools shall ensure that appropriate information about the structure and rules of assessment for degree schemes is published. No change of substance shall be made to the rules  for progression or rules of assessment for degree classification and award unless such change has been approved by the Senate  and published by the Dean before the end of the academic year preceding that in which the change is to apply or, in exceptional circumstances by the Vice-Chancellor on behalf of the Senate, before the first day of the academic year in which the change is to apply.

Ordinance 22 (part)

Constitution and Functions of Boards of Schools
5. The functions of Boards of Schools shall be as follows: 

a. To nominate to the Senate a person for appointment as Dean of the School. 

b. To advise and report to the Senate on policy matters relating to the organisation of education, teaching and research in the subjects of the School. 

c. To be responsible for the following examinations and syllabus matters reporting thereon to Senate as appropriate:- To make recommendations to the Senate on the following:
i. all proposals for new degree, diploma and certificate schemes 
ii. all proposals to discontinue schemes
iii. any changes for rules of assessment, outside those already approved by the School any changes to rules for progression, degree classification and award 
iv. any proposal which the Dean has refused to approve under delegated authority 

iii. any matter which the Dean identifies as of broad concern to the Board. 

d.
To determine the following examinations and syllabus matters, reporting thereon to Senate as appropriate:

i.
any changes to rules of assessment for courses and modules, outside those already approved by the School;

ii.
any proposal which the Dean has refused to approve under delegated authority of the School Board

iii.
any matter which the Dean identifies as of broad concern to the Board. 

e.
To approve annually a panel from which the Dean will select members of the Progress and Academic Offences Committee. 

f.
To deal with any matter which may be referred to it by the Senate or other appropriate bodies. 

g.
To carry out any functions which may be given to or imposed on it by the Ordinances. 
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
