Proposed change to Regulation relating to Candles

Current Regulation

12.19.
The use of lighted candles, aromatic oil heaters or any other device which has a naked flame, other than smokers materials, is prohibited in University owned or administered residential accommodation except with the prior written permission of the Registrar & Secretary.

The Registrar & Secretary will give permission only in exceptional circumstances, for example, where candles are to be used for religious purposes and where the lighting of candles is accepted practice for that form of religious worship. The precaution to be adopted for the safe use in these cases will be defined by the University Safety Officer and must be followed. In no circumstances will permission be given for unattended lit candles or devices.

Candles may be used unlit, for display purposes only. Any candle or other device, which in the opinion of University staff may have been lit, will be removed.

Proposed Regulation

12.19

The use of lighted candles, aromatic oil heaters, joss sticks or any other device which has a naked flame, other than smokers materials, is prohibited in University owned or administered residential accommodation.

Candles and other prohibited devices will be removed from residential accommodation by university staff including where these are for display purposes only.
